FROM: New York and vicinity. By train (N.Y., N.H.
& Hartford) Lv. Grand Central Station every hour to
Springfield, Mass. (will meet train for a reasonable
charge) or take Interstate Bus from Springfield Grey-
hound Terminal (144 Bridge St., few blocks from R.R.
Station). To Huntington, Mass. By appointment, will
call for you at the Bus Station. (Regas Lunch Room)
free of charge.
